Vegetation units are those mapped by the Royal Milli Assessment Survey, 1961-62. Descriptions are
based on plot data and general field notes from the present survey.

Cool temperate Rainforest. Tall closed forest with an overstorey up to 45 m tall of
predominantly Nothofagus moorei and a subcanopy of Doryphora sassafras, Orites excelsa
and Quintinia sieberi. Understorey usually sparse but with some locally dense patches of
Dicksonia antarctica. Other common understorey species are Coprosma quadrifida,
Polystichum proliferum and Lomandra spicata. This unit occurs only as a single well-defined
stand of about 17 ha in the head of Cross Creek. Emergent Eucalyptus obliqua occur at the
margin of the stand. This unit grades into Rm/Rs at lower altitudes.

Subtropical/warm temperate Rainforest. Tall closed forest up to 40 m tall, usually with well-
developed, even canopy structure. Overstorey composition variable. Caldcluvia paniculosa
is usually common, variously associated with Schizomeria ovata, Dysoxylum fraserianum,
Orites excelsa, Citronella moorei, Dendrocnide excelsa, Diospyros pentamera, Doryphora
sassafras and other species. The understorey is usually sparse, common species being
Citriobatus pauciflorus, Lastreopsis decomposita.and Lomandra spicata. This map unit
overlaps floristically with units Rm  and Rs, although warm temperate elements tend to be
more common in this ynit while subtropical elements become mom+fmquent in units Rm  and
Rs, areflection of Rm * generally occuring at higher altitudes. Rm~ characteristically has a
more evenly developed canopy, although to some extent this is a result of previous logging in
the other units.

Subtropical Rainforest. This unit includes a range of floristic communities, although
Dysoxylum fraserianum occurs in most stands. Typically, it is a closed forest of uneven
canopy height and structure, consisting of patches of low closed forest (up to 20 m)
interspersed with taller forest (up to 45 m) on a scale of thousands of square metres. In some
areas, such as along major tributaries of Carrow Brook, this uneven structure is due to past
logging, especially of D. fraserianum. Common tree species apart from D. fraserianum
include Daphnandra species A, Alectryon subcinereus, Syzygium australe and Pennantia
cunninghamii. Ground cover varies from sparse to dense and is often dominated by ferns
including Lastreopsis spp., Pteris umbrosa and Adiantum formosum, with scattered small
shrubs of Citriobatus paucifiorus. Along the lower parts of Carrow Brook, on narrow bands
of alluvium where periodic flood damage occurs, this unit is a low closed forest of Acmena
smithii, Backhousia myrtifolia and other species with rare, tall (up to 45 m) emergents of
Casuarina cunninghamii.

Nominally “viney scrub”, this variable unit is floristically similar to Rm  but tends to have
more uneven structure, generally lower canopy height (mostly <20 m) and a higher proportion
of Dry Rainforest elements. Taller trees (up to 40 m), if present, usually occur as scattered
emergents rather than grouped into stands, and vine thickets are more frequent, and in some
areas, dominant. The stand immediately downstream from the patch of map unit Rb on Cross
Creek is atypical in being structurally much more well developed and dominated by
Cryptocarya foveolata. 1t would be more appropriately mapped as Rm. Map unit Rs
generally occurs along creeks in drier areas at low altitudes. It often occurs as narrow strips
along creeks surrounded by Dry open forest, in sites which are probably marginal for
Rainforest development due to a combination of low moisture and regular fires in surrounding
open forest. Emergents include Diospyros pentamera, Ficus obliqua and Toona australis.
Common tree species include Pennantia cunninghamii, Daphnandra species A, Syzygium
australe, Streblus brunonianus and Alectryon subcinereus. Backhousia myrtifolia is not
widespread but may be locally abundant. Vine thickets dominated by Cissus antarctica,

C. hypoglauca and to a less extent, Morinda jasminoides, are usually prominent.

S This unit is similar to unit Yh but was not sampled.

Yh A map unit of limited extent occuring on lower slopes adjacent to and grading into Rainforest.
It is a tall (40 m) open forest of Eucalyptus saligna with a very dense understorey of
Rainforest trees (up to 12 m tall) including Guioa semiglauca, Cryptocarya glaucescens,
Acmena smithii and Synoum glandulosum. Limited areas of the extensive unit Na ', on lower
slopes or other sheltered mesic sites, are very similar and would be appropriately classified
with unit Yh.

Yf Open forest of Eucalyptus saligna (up to 35 m tall) with subcanopy of Allocasuarina torulosa
and dense ground cover dominated by Poa labillardieri, Dichondra repens and Hydrocotyle
acutiloba. This map unit overlaps with Na . .

Yl Open forest of Eucalyptus saligna (up to 35 m tall) with subcanopy of Allocasuarina torulosa,
scattered shrubs of Acacia irrorata, Callistemon salignus and Melicope micrococca and dense
grassy ground cover of Imperata cylindrica and Poa labillardieri. This unit overlaps with Dh
and DL

Nm  Very similar to Yh but not sampled.

Na This is by far the most extensive map unit in the area. It is very variable both structurally and
floristically and is a composite map unit which includes fairly extensive areas of stands best
classified in other units. Typically, it is a tall open forest, usually up to 40 m but occasionally
up to 55 m tall, dominated by a mixture of Eucalyptus saligna and E. laevopinea, although
either species may be absent. Associated species include E. campanulata and E. eugenioides.
There is often a subcanopy of Allocasuarina torulosa and Angophora floribunda. The
understorey is typically grassy with a sparse to very sparse or occasionally absent shrub layer.
Dominant ground cover species are usually Poa labillardieri, Lomandra longifolia and
Pteridium esculentum. Other frequent species include Desmodium varians, Dichondra
repens, Pratia purpurascens, Rubus parvifolius, Acaena novae-zelandiae and Eustrephus
latifolius. On sheltered sites ferns such as Calochlaena dubia and Hypolepis glandulifera
often dominate the ground layer and clumps of mesomorphic shrubs (such as Synoum
glandulosum and Hedycarya angustifolia) occur. In the most mesic environments, on lower
slopes adjacent to Rainforest, there is a dense to closed understorey of tall shrubs and this unit
grades into, and would be most appropriately mapped as, unit Yh. Low closed forest of
Melaleuca styphelioides or Leptospermum polygalifolium occurs as small, linear stands along
some creeks in gently sloping areas of poor drainage. Carex appressa, C. longebrachiata and
Juncus spp. may be locally common in minor drainage depressions, and there are several more
extensive areas (>1 ha) of impeded drainage which are sedgelands with only scattered, stunted
trees.

Eucalyptus obligua becomes increasingly dominant (and E. saligna less frequent) at higher
altitudes, where this unit overlaps with Ne ' and should perhaps be mapped as+such. At lower
altitudes, E. campanulata or E. canaliculata may be locally dominant and Na~ grades into
either Nc¢ or DI respectively.

Na This unit is similar to Na' but generally has a lower canopy height (usually <30 m) and tends
to occur on drier sites. Understorey structure and floristics are very similar. Eucalyptus
saligna is less frequent in the overstorey while E. camanulata and E. canaliculata are more
frequent. This unit is intermediate between typical Na' and DI and grades into both.

A tall open forest dominated by Eucalyptus laevopinea, with or Yithout E. saligna, with
grassy understorey. As mapped, this unit is not distinct from Na .

A minor _*yariant of Nb+ on slightly drier sites, with slightly lower canopy height. Not distinct
from Na .

A tall (35 m) open forest floristically very similar to typical Na+. Eucalyptus campanulata
tends to be more prominent in the overstorey and may be locally dominant, but is absent from
some stands.

In Fal Brook and Carrow Brook catchments, this is a grassy open forest (up to 35 m tall) in
which Eucalyptus campanulata is usually prominent. It grades into DI on drier sites, with
increasing frequency of E. eugenioides, E. canaliculata and E. acmenoides. In Davis Creek
area it is a taller, slightly more mesic forest in \yi_hich E. laevopinea or E. obliqua are dominant
and which is intermediate between Na' and Ne .

Tall open forest of E. obliqua (35 m) with dense grassy understorey dominated by Poa
sieberiana and Lomandra longifolia.

Very similar to Ne+, but with generally lower canopy height (usually <30 m).

A map unit of very limited extent, occurring in two separate small patches in the Davis Creek
area. The more southerly patch is almost exclusively E. obliqua with scattered or occasionally
locally common E. nobilis, and is not distinct from Ne . The more northerly patch is a
woodland of E. obliqua with E. paucifiora, which is otherwise floristically very similar to

Ne .

Open forest of very mixed canopy composition and variable canopy height, usually below
35 m but up to 45 m on favourable sites. Canopy species include Eucalyptus saligna,

E. acmenoides, E. eugenioides and E. canaliculata. There is usually a sparse to moderately
dense shrub stratum of Acacia irrorata or A. maidenii, with a grassy ground cover. Limited
areas on lower slopes adjacent to Rainforest have a more well developed understorey of tall
shrubs or small trees of A. irrorata, Callistemon salignus or Melaleuca styphelioides. This

unit grades into DI and to some extent, Na . It usually has a more mesic shrubby understorey
than D1.

Open forest (mostly <30 m tall) of mixed canopy composition, occurring mainly on drier sites
at low altitudes. Typical canopy species include Eucalyptus canaliculata, E. campanulata,
E. eugenioides and E. acmenoides. E. saligna and E. laevopinea may be locally common,
especially on more mesic sites where this type grades into typical Na . Allocasuarina
torulosa invariably occurs as a subcanopy species, often with Angophora floribunda.
Understorey is grassy with sparse or absent shrub layer, common ground cover species being
Poa labillardieri, Imperata cylindrica, Lomandra lonngolza, Dianella caerulea, Dichondra
repens and Glycine clandestina.

Open forest (up to 35 m tall) dominated by Eucalyptus canaliculata with a subcanopy of
Angophora floribunda and Allocasuarina torulosa, representing the drier end of the open
forest gradient in the area. Overlaps with Dh, D1 and to a lesser extent, Na' and N¢_ on drier,
low altitude sites.
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Cn This map unit which occurs as several small patches includes two different grassland
vegetation types. Trees and shrubs are absent or rare. On very steep upper slopes at high
altitudes it is floristically very similar to the understorey of units Ne and Nc . The patch on
gentle slopes north-west of Mount Carrow differs in being an area of impeded drainage on a
basalt bench. Species of Cyperaceae and Juncaceae are more abundant and there are several
small swarhps. These were not sampled.

Cr This is a distinct unit occurring as a single discrete patch. It is a mosaic of shrub thickets
(mostly <3 m tall) and bare rock. The shrub thickets are variously dominated by
Leptospermum variabile, Micromyrtus striata and Plectranthus graveolens, with a ground
cover of Lepidosperma laterale.
