NOTES FOR COMPLETION








This Certificate of Immunity may only be completed by a person registered as a veterinary practitioner under the NSW Veterinary Practice Act (2003). 


Identification of the certified horse must be verified by the certifying veterinary practitioner before any entries are made on this certificate.


A separate certificate must be provided for each animal.


The certifying veterinary practitioner must be satisfied, to the best of their knowledge and belief, as to the matters contained in this certificate, based on their direct observations, tests and examinations; based on examination of documents that the veterinary practitioner reasonably believes to be correct; based on the separate statements of other persons which the veterinary practitioner reasonably believes to be correct.


It is an offence under the Veterinary Practice Act (2003) to certify to any fact within the professional expertise or knowledge of a veterinary practitioner, or that a veterinary service has been provided, unless the veterinary practitioner has personal knowledge of the fact or has personally provided, or supervised the provision of, the veterinary service concerned. 


A recovered horse is a horse that:


is permanently identified with a microchip or unique identifying brand, or is a thoroughbred foal, and


has a history indicating that it has been infected with EI more than 30 days and no more than 9 months ago, and 


has tested positive by ELISA test for antibodies to EI within the last 6 months.


An approved vaccinate is a horse that: 


is permanently identified with a microchip or unique identifying brand, or is a thoroughbred foal, and 


has been vaccinated twice with ProteqFlu at a 2-6 week interval, and it is more than 7 days and less than 4 months since the second dose, or


has been vaccinated twice with ProteqFlu at a 4-6 week interval and vaccinated a third time 3-6 months after the first vaccination, and it is more than 7 days and less than 12 months since the third vaccination, or


has been vaccinated twice with ProteqFlu at a 2-3 week interval and vaccinated a third time 3-4 months after the first vaccination, and it is more than 7 days and less than 12 months since the third vaccination, or


has been vaccinated two or more times with ProteqFlu within intervals and time periods that have been approved in writing by the CVO.


The certifying veterinary practitioner must enter a certificate ‘start’ and ‘end’ date, based on the definitions of recovered horse and approved vaccinate as appropriate. Note that the ‘start’ date for approved vaccinates is 7 days after the 2nd or 3rd vaccination.  


CVO means the Chief Veterinary Officer of NSW.


DPI means the NSW Department of Primary Industries.
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
