The Occupational Health and Safety Regulation 2001 requires certain Plant Designs to be registered with New South Wales Department of Primary Industries (NSW DPI). Advice is provided in Guidance note GNC-005. 
This application form relates to those registrations necessary to be registered with NSW DPI as distinct from those designs registered with WorkCover 

This application form is used to register Plant Design, including alteration of Plant Design with NSW DPI. It is an offence to hire, lease or operate certain items of Plant that are not correctly registered, under the Occupational Health and Safety Regulation 2001. Maximum penalty $11,000.

HOW DO I APPLY FOR REGISTRATION?
Applicants for registration of Plant Design must submit a completed application for each Plant Design, representational drawings of the Plant Design and other specified requirements particular to the type of plant design. The application must include Part A, Part B and Part C Incomplete applications will not be accepted and will be returned.
There is a check list on the back of this form to assist in providing the correct documents.
INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING THIS FORM

1. Applicant Information – This section requires details of the applicant and the Plant for which the design registration is sought. The owner will be the applicant if the owner deigned, manufactured or imported the plant for their own use, or have altered it. 
2. Plant details – Please ensure that all questions about the Plant Design to be registered are completed by filling in the required information and ticking all appropriate boxes. By completing your application correctly, you will help NSW DPI to process your registration quickly and accurately. This will avoid delays in registration and minimise the possibility of NSW DPI needing to contact you about missing or unclear information. The following Plant items require design registration:

· Diesel engine systems used in underground mines
· Powered winding systems used in underground mines

· Booster fans

· Braking systems on plant used for underground transport

· Canopies on continuous miners

· Conveyor belts (from 1 July 2007)
· Portable or hand-held plant or items used to determine or monitor the presence of gases for the purposes of the Coal Mine Health and Safety Act 2002
· Breathing apparatus to assist escape from the underground parts of the coal operation (including self-rescuers)

· Shotfiring apparatus
· Explosive-powered tools used in underground mines

· Refuge chambers

3. Applicant’s Declaration – The applicant must complete and sign the declaration that all information is true and correct. It is an offence under clause 356 of the Occupational Health and Safety Regulation 2001 to make a false declaration. 
4. Compliance Statement – The designer of the Plant must complete and sign this statement. Where the designer resides outside NSW, the importer of the Plant must ensure that the responsibilities of the designer are met.

5. Design Verification Statement – This Design Verification Statement must be completed and signed by a competent person (who does not have any involvement in the design being verified) verifying that the Plant Design complies with criteria as specified by NSW DPI, refer to www.dpi.nsw.gov.au/minerals/safety.
