I  am pleased to present the NSW Department of Primary Industries (NSW DPI) biosecurity hazard incident
response performance snapshot.  This is  a high-level overview of the activities undertaken in the 2020/21
financial  year,  indicating the NSW DPI response to various biosecurity hazards.  

As NSW continues to recover from one of the most severe droughts on record it  has never been more
important to protect the $15.7 bil l ion primary industries sector and the $5.1  bil l ion NSW produce export
market from biosecurity threats.  NSW DPI Biosecurity and Food Safety undertakes surveil lance and
response in four key areas:  

Throughout 2020/21,  Invasive Plants and Animals and Animal Biosecurity remained the two areas with
the highest number of incident responses.  While preparation for a more active locust season continues
with some increasing activity,  there were no incidents related to locusts.  Plant Biosecurity was also
involved in an increasing number of responses of state and national significance.

The impact of COVID-19 in NSW continued to affect staff  across NSW DPI,  and in Local Land Services (LLS).
In addition to our biosecurity responses,  NSW DPI and LLS assisted the NSW Health Covid-19 operations
by providing hundreds of staff  to help in contact tracing activities.  

In 2020/21 NSW DPI investigated 1 ,140 reported biosecurity threats and mounted 55 emergency responses
to biosecurity incidents,  including four national responses.
